In cold temperatures, be alert and assume that all wet, dark areas on
pavements are slippery and icy. Dew or water vapor can freeze on cold
surfaces, forming an extra-thin, nearly invisible layer of ice that can
look like a wet spot on the pavement. Take extra care while walking on

slippery surfaces by walking slowly, taking smaller steps, and increase
your center of gravity by spreading your feet out slightly.
